· A parent expressed her concern about her 16 yr. son and having to experience a different therapist and a whole set of new people because of the recent Medicaid rules.  
· There was a discussion of concerns and various ways of dealing with the situation.  Dave proposed that all should bring these ideas together through a focus group and breakdown priorities in the next April meeting. 
IV. ROUND ROBIN: 

· Lisa-Michelle Church was announced as the new State Administrator who replaced Ray Wahl.  Her position will be effective March 1, 2011.  
· A therapist had a concern about a situation that he recently had with the Court system.  He felt that NOJOS needs rules for their treatment recommendations; that they need more evidence-based information to articulate the needs of the juveniles to the courts.    
· A suggestion was made regarding the use of terminology and how it would need to be processed correctly to be beneficial.  The idea of using a mediator as a volunteer is a possible solution; it is not available in any other state.  It was proposed to adopt a third-party station in re-defining some of the problems.
